Gathered to Celebrate, Called to Witness, Sent to Serve!

 SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1Learning from Graphs – Part 2
Last month, we looked at a graph charting our attendance figures for 2009 and comparing those with similar figures for 2008.  You may remember that the good news learned from last month’s study is that attendance is running a bit higher than last year for the same period of time.  We thank you for that support.  Of course, with summer facing us, especially with Memorial Day weekend now past, will we fall into the “traditional” pattern of low attendance in these next few months?  Given the current economic climate and the predicted decline in summer travel, it may prove to be more economical (“cheaper” is the word I started to use) to stay home and, perhaps, just go on and go to church on Sundays.

This month, again with Jerry Chappell’s help, we look at the giving pattern for the first 20 weeks of the year.  For this study, we are only looking at those offerings that support the general expenses of the congregation, i.e., the general budget.  This covers salaries/benefits, utilities, worship and educational materials, service contracts, office supplies, insurance, basic program committee costs, and mortgage payments – in short, all those things that keep us going.  Not included are donations to the building fund which is used as an emergency reserve for mortgage payments and future work.  Nor are non-specified memorial gifts, flower fund monies received, and other designated gifts included.

This graph is a little less easy to read than that of last month.  The center green line is the constant 2009 budget line, what we need to meet each week to achieve the budget goal for the year.  The blue line, which really both spikes and drops in a crazy pattern, is the donation line for 2008.  The purple line is for weekly giving for 2009 and, while it does have a couple of abrupt shifts, it has not yet begun to match last year’s.  The red is the average for 2008 and the harder-to-see yellow denotes the average for this year, 2009.

Good news:  We are only $103.00 per week short of meeting the approved budget.  Given the current economic climate, that is outstanding.  We hear of many congregations that are way behind already and are really struggling.  It is not an insurmountable amount.  And we do thank you for such strong support.

Yet we cannot rest easily, saying “That’s not so bad” since the summer months are upon us when, as noted above, attendance has a tendency to decline.  And with fewer people here, the tradition of lower offerings accompanies the pattern.

Nor does this level of giving reduce the amount needed to be drawn from savings/building fund monies to support the church, notably mortgage payments.  The approved budget amount to be drawn from saving this year, if needed, is $40,151.00 or 10.8% of the total budget.  That is not sustainable in the long term.

So, some questions arise: What can we do to maintain offerings during the remainder of the year to support our approved budget?  How should we address the need of transferring funds from one account to another to support the programs of the church?  Really, only you can answer these questions.  We are cutting expenses wherever we can, reviewing service contracts, even changing from a postage meter to Stamps.com as a savings plan.  The real answers, though, do lie with you and your commitment, as best you are able, to support us throughout the year.  The near future patterns of giving will help the Finance Committee and Council as they plan forward.  We will be here for you; we hope you will be able to be here for each other in these trying times.

      God’s Standard or Gold Standard? (Studies in Proverbs).

RECYCLING HABITS

How are you doing remembering to recycle?  If you are not recycling, you need to seriously consider getting on the bandwagon.  A fairly recent article in a Dear Abby column gave these statistics on how long it takes for items in landfills to decompose:

Other recyclable items not mentioned are glass, meat trays, egg cartons, card- board boxes, newspapers, magazines, various oils and tires.  Check the bottoms of plastic or foam containers.  If you see a triangle with a number in it, the container can be recycled.  If you don’t participate in county curbside recycling, then take your items to a recycling center.  DeKalb Farmers Market on Ponce de Leon  and the recycling center on Satellite Drive in Gwinnett County are  a couple of big ones.  You have smaller collection sites near you, too.

An article in the Dresden East Civic Association’s newsletter provided a handy outline explaining what items can be made from recycled plastic.  Summarizing the six categories of plastic, we find recycled plastic reappears as polar fleece, fiber, tote bags, detergent bottles, trash-can liners, pens, paneling, floor tile, benches, picnic tables, fencing, insulation, drainage pipes, and a dozen more items.  So please save all types of plastic.

Please check out the opportunities around you for recycling.  We cannot afford to throw all our waste into landfills.  We must respect our planet and work to limit our waste and improve the environment.  Tune in next month to learn how Living Grace fares in its recycling efforts.  You’ll learn what the church recycles and discover there are even more items that can be collected and recycled.

Health Ministry of Living Grace

Let the favor of the Lord our God be upon us, and prosper for us the work of our hands––O prosper the work of our hands.  (Psalm 90:17, NRSV).

In the psalm, the writer is basically asking God for a blessing on the work of his hands so that it may reflect the goodness of God and further His kingdom while still on this earth.  It takes on a much more plaintive quality if serving as a prayer for the person who has lost his/her employment as the result of the current economic situation.  On May 8, 2009, ABS News reported on the toll that job loss is taking on the physical health of our friends and neighbors who find themselves out of work.  The reporter cited a study, published that same day in the journal of Demography.  The researcher noted that job loss leads to an “increased risk of high blood pressure, heart disease, heart attack, diabetes, or depression – even after finding a new job” and went on to note that, “Losing a job through no fault of one’s own, led to a 54% increase in that person reporting poor health.”  Ironically, this data was gathered (1991, 2001, 2003) during times when our economic situation was not as dire as it appears in 2009.

A trauma, such as the loss of one’s job, can put us at higher risk for depression, substance abuse, anxiety and compulsive behaviors such as :  over-eating, excessive gambling, and over spending.  Our self-image takes a beating if it has been dependent upon vocation as the measure of our worth.  Spiritually, we are also affected by job loss.  We may be left with questions such as, “Why me?”  or think, “Why has God allowed this to happen to me?,”  or “How will I be able to keep up my financial contribution since I no longer have a job?”  or “How can I walk into church on Sunday and face those people who know that I’m out of work?”  Following are some tips gathered from a variety of sources, that may help you get through this rough period in your life.

During this time, it is more important than ever to take care of yourself physically:  get enough rest, eat a balanced diet, get plenty of exercise (itself a great stress-buster), learn what you can do to keep your stress level under control.  In addition:

· Recognize that you are not the only person this is happening to; that you have not been singled out because of something you did or did not do.

· Keep to a schedule; plan tasks such as:  working around the house, visiting the library, updating your resume – do not sit on the couch and vegetate the day away.

· Ask for help – network with people you know for job leads; take part in a support group for tips on re-entry into the job market, or for venting frustration.

· Write about your feelings – it can help reduce the sometimes tense emotions associated with the loss.

· Keep connected to supportive friends, family, and above all, congregation – they provide valuable support throughout this tough time.
· Take this time to learn new job skills – visit your local library, community college, or your state unemployment office (who often can provide financial support for job retraining).
· If hearing about the economic crisis stresses you out, take a “fast” from news media.
· Look outside yourself by practicing empathy for others; do some volunteer work.
· Pray!  Remind yourself that God is walking beside you during this time; lean on Him.
This list is by no means exhaustive, nor is it meant to provide clichéd answers to your problems.  If life seems overwhelming, get some outside help:  speak to your pastor, your healthcare provider, your parish nurse, or find a mental health counselor to assist you in making some sense of what has happened to you, and to help you get back on track.

The 25th Anniversary Celebration on May 3 was a resounding success with approximately 200 in attendance.  The Christian and Jewish clergy and lay persons, including Pastor Hardy, who offered the closing Benediction, were very insightful and inspiring in their remarks and comments.

The shelter, which over the past 25 years has served almost 1,000 women in transition, worked with 23 women this past year.  Of those served, 9 moved into permanent housing and 4 moved into transitional housing arrangements, a success rate of 57%.

We are grateful for the successful transitions in which we were able to assist. We look forward to an even more successful and rewarding year beginning this coming November!

Living Out Our Baptism

Images of the Season

The Holy Trinity

7 June 2009

When we say God is the triune God, we are saying something about who God is beyond, before, and after the universe:  that there is community within God. When we pray to God as Jesus prayed to his Abba (an everyday, intimate parent address), the Spirit prays within us, creating between us and God the same relationship Jesus has with the one who sent him.
