Vespers is late afternoon or early evening pray@ne of the nine “daily offices” of the
Benedictine monasteries, vespers celebrates thenlggof the lamps as evening descends. By
incorporating jazz music into the sung and playes/gr, Living Grace will follow in the long
tradition of Jazz Vespers—a mix of poetry, prayew live jazz—known in New York, Toronto,
Seattle, Vancouver, San Francisco, Philadelphizsaaville (FL), and elsewhere. Many well-
known jazz composers have written sacred musitydimoy Duke Ellington, Dave Brubeck, and
Joe Williams. These services also adapt secularama spiritual ends.

Divine Eating includes our Bodies, Relationshipd &pirits

In Gen. 1:30, we read that God gave Adam and Eeeyayreen plant for food. It is interesting
that today, many health experts recommend that f&ares move from an animal-based diet to a
plant-based diet (you might call this a Garden déiDiet). This does not mean that we must
become vegetarians, but rather we are encouragestitce the amount of animal-based fat in
our diets and get the majority of our calories frplant-based sources. In the Old Testament,
dietary laws gave God’s people specific guidelifesDivine Eating, which included avoiding
eating animal fat, the blood, and avoiding unclaamals and substances (such as mushrooms).
These laws are not a requirement of our faith wadlay, but we may find them beneficial (see 1
Cor. 6:12). Divine eating also includes our r@aships. Many of us eat on the run. God’s
word challenges us to share time, conversation fand with those we love, following the
example of Jesus and His disciples. We are alsoueaged to share our food with the poor
(Prov. 22:9). Divine also includes our spirits.e\@re encouraged to eat with a thankful heart
with the recognition that all good things come froar loving Father’'s hands (James 1:17).
