Opening the Book of Faith

Our new Bible study program is set to begin in October.  With thanks to the congregation in attendance on the 21st of Sept., we have set three study periods for this program.  Based on a calculation of first and second choices, there will be one morning, one afternoon, and one evening class.  It will be the same lesson for each class for each week.  In the event that you miss your regular class, you can switch to another and not miss anything.  The times chosen approximate the common choice of those days.

Well over 60 people indicated an interest, not yet a commitment, but an interest in the program.  That is better by far than any response of which we are aware in other congregations looking at the program.

We hope that by participating in this program you will learn a new joy and confidence in our “first language of faith” – the Holy Scriptures.  You will learn how the Bible interprets itself for us and how we can interpret the same ourselves; how the Bible brings us to faith and keeps us in faith; and how reading it in context, as we should, opens for us entirely new insights as to how God has spoken and is still speaking to us in our own context and times.

The meeting was called to order at 7:10 pm.

Devotions were given by Missy Streubel.

The minutes of May 13, 2008 were amended to reflect Ruth Scott in attendance.

Treasurer’s Report

· A correction is pending to the previous balance of the Food Ministry account.

· There is a deficit of $37,000 in the designated funds account.

· Motion made and carried to add the subsidy amount to the regular offerings budgeted amount.

Financial Secretary

· Motion carried to receive the Financial Secretary report.
Pastor’s Report

· Deferred to new business.

Old Business

· Jim Brinkley reported the two Vision follow-up meetings went well.  Jim Gerke will be taking over for Jim Brinkley.  Progress on the Quick Hits was reported as well as the remaining Vision items and how they are being structured and assigned.  The Ministry Expo will be October 5th.
New Business

· Council approved hiring a tree service to remove trees affecting the neighbor’s property.

· A $20 contribution from the Outreach Fund will be paid to a small congregation soliciting financial help.

· $200 per month for one year will be paid from the Multicultural Fund in support of a Hispanic congregation per request from the synod.

· Pastor will appoint and train some members of the Graceful Group to help with the communion ministry of the congregation per their request.

· Motion carried to start the Open Book of Faith program in October.  There is a cost of $14 per person to defray the text book expense.  A time preference sheet will be given the congregation on Sunday to be handed back before they leave. 

Committee Reports

· Communications – Facebook is up and running.  The calling service option will be researched a little more regarding projected use, volume and purposes.  After that information is disclosed a trial period of four months was approved to test response and reaction.   New member’s photos area ready to go up this Sunday.  The proof of the directory is underway.  The communication channel structure will be distributed to the committee heads.  Publishing the committee head names was approved for publication in the private section of the LGLC website.
· Youth – the Youth Group mission trip has been scheduled for the same time next year in W. Virginia.  $10,000 will be needed up front and six churches will be participating.
· Health Ministry submitted a written report and announced the Health Fair will be October 25th.
· Outreach submitted a written report.
· Property – Jim Gerke will be the new chairman.  Areas have been divided with a primary and a secondary.  The backflow test is coming up.
· Finance Committee – first budget meeting for next year will be November 5th.
· Parish Education – Rally Day for Sunday School will be September 15th.

LSG Find Jobs for Refugees?


Lutheran Services of Georgia has resettled 167 refugees to the metro Atlanta area in the last 3 months.  The recent surge in arrivals is depleting our resources and challenging our Refugee Employment staff to find jobs for everyone.  Many of these are English speaking people from Iraq and Bhutan.  The two areas where the refugees are living are Stone Mountain or Peachtree Industrial Boulevard.  If you are aware of any job opportunities please make a note of the contact information and call our employment staff.  They will be happy to follow up on your suggestions.  LSG helps newly arriving refugees in a number of ways including renting and furnishing their first apartment, assisting them in accessing required services, and most importantly helping them acquire their first job. Health Ministry of Living Grace


This year we have had hurricanes throughout the South and especially Ike that wreaked devastation in Texas.  There is so much information on preparedness that I will try to touch on a few important ideas.


What to do now, before a storm


The best way to protect your family against potential weather disasters and emergency situations is to be prepared.  Here’s what you can do.

· Compile a Disaster Supply Kit (see me for a list of items)

· Discuss with your family:

1. Where your safe room is located (basement or interior room).

2. Where you will meet if separated.

3. Who is your out of town contact.

4. Where your Disaster Supply Kit is located.

· Take pictures or videos of your home contents for insurance purposes and store at a friend’s or relative’s house.

· Locate gas and water shut-off valves

· Get cash(without power, credit cards are unusable).

· Fill up the gas tank in your vehicle.

· Plan for your pets:

1. Contact emergency shelters to find out if they accept pets.

2. Make sure vaccinations are up to date.

· Listen to emergency announcements and follow directions.


What to do after a storm

· Call your out of town contact or other family members to let them know you are okay.

· Listen to emergency announcements:

1. Wait for “all clear” to know it is safe to return home.

2. Check for damage in your home.

· Contact your insurance provider to report any damages.

· Clean up spilled medicines, bleaches, gasolines, and other flammable liquids immediately.

· If you have pets:

1. Confine your pets during the clean-up period.

2. Walk pets on a leash until they become re-oriented to their home.

3. If pets cannot be found, contact local animal control office.

· Check on your neighbors, especially elderly or disabled persons.

· Repair or block access to anything in your home that is damaged and could  cause injuries.

· Stay away from downed power lines.

We are pleased to reprint this month the following devotion by Agnes Nelson, taken from the Living Grace Daily Devotions book published in 2005.  It speaks for itself.  Read and enjoy.

Scripture:  Deuteronomy 10:12-13

And now, O Israel, what does the Lord your God ask of you but to fear the Lord your God, to walk in all His ways, to love Him, to serve the Lord your God with all your heart and with all your soul, and to observe the Lord’s commands and decrees that I am giving you today for your own good.
Devotion:  WE are called to serve our brothers and sisters in many ways.  We may work with the homeless, the children and youth in our congregation, or with boys and girls in scout troops.  We may be assistants in carrying out the worship services in our congregation or help build houses for Habitat.  We can take food to the sick and elderly and send greeting cards and make phone calls.  The list of opportunities to serve is endless.  As Matthew 25:40 tells us Jesus replies to His followers, “I tell you the truth, whatever you did for one of the least of these brothers of mine, you did it for me.”

The following poem by J.M. Henson sums up our challenge to be a true servant:

Working for the Master

I would be a faithful worker

In the service of the Lord;

I would make some sad heart gladder

I would carry joy and sunshine
